This week’s Thrive focus is focused on taking responsibility for our actions. Our behaviour team have
offered some ideas on how you could support your child with this at home.

Behaviour Focus This Term - Taking responsibility for our actions, linked to our DREAMS Ethos.

We know that low-level disruptive behaviours are part of growing up. What matters most is supporting

children to feel safe while also learning to take responsibility for their actions—something that links directly

to our DREAMS ethos. Using the Thrive approach, we help children reflect calmly, understand feelings, and

think about positive choices for next time.

Thrive Approach

After a tricky moment, invite your child to sit with you and fake a few calm breaths together. ,N
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Use curiosity, not blame: "I wonder what was happening for you when..? “

Help your child name the feeling (angry, worried, left out).

Together, choose a positive action they could try next time—then practise it through role play or a short

game (e.g., practising asking for help, sharing, or using calm-down words).
This helps children feel safe, connected, and supported, while also encouraging them to take responsibility
and build stronger relationships.
